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   Tour package Romania   Count Dracula Tour

Day 1: Hungary  – Hunedoara – Alba Iulia  cca 250 km. 
Drive to Alba Iulia after passing the Romanian border. A first stop in Hunedoara, where Vlad the Impaler known as Dracula spent some time at the court of Iancu de Hunedoara, a Transylvanian prince who taught Dracula political and military skills. Visit of the Corvin Family Castle, a treasure of architecture in South-East Europe. Accommodation in a hotel  in Alba –Iulia Hotel 3*.

Day 2: Alba Iulia – Sibiu – Poienari – Curtea de Arges  250 km .
Breakfast.Alba Iulia has some important monuments: the Citadel built between 1715 – 1738 on the site of previous fortifications, the Princely Palace, the Roman Catholic Church (13th – 17th century) and the Cathedral of the Reunion. Departure to Sibiu, an old and important German centre in Transylvania. Drive across the mountains and arrival in Poienari, a fortress built in the 15th century by prince Vlad the Impaler, called Dracula. To visit the ruins you have to climb the 1480 steps. The prince’s wife jumped from the walls of the fortress to escape from the Turks who were following her. In the evening we’ll arrive in Curtea de Arges. Dinner and accommodation in Curtea de Arges  or its surroundings in Hotel 3*
Day 3: Curtea de Arges – Bucuresti – Targoviste  cca 250 km .
Breakfast After breakfast, visit of one of the most beautiful monuments in Romania: the Bishop’s Church, built by the legendary Manole, where the Romanian Kings and Queens are buried. Departure to Bucharest, the capital of Romania and visit of the Old Court, the ruins of the former Princely Palace,the Village Museum.In the  afternoon drive to Targoviste, the former capital of Walachia during the reign of prince Vlad the Impaler.Dinner and  accommodation  in Targoviste-Hotel 3*
Day 4: Targoviste – Sinaia – Bran – Rasnov – Brasov cca 200 km.Breakfast 
Departure to Sinaia to visit the Peles castle, the former summer residence of the Romanian royal family. Next stop in Bran at Dracula’s castle. It’s the mysterious atmosphere of the best seller Dracula you’ll meet in the surroundings and in the galleries of this fortification built at the end of the 14th century. Visit of the peasant citadel in Rasnov, built during the 14-16th century, on a lime-stone hill.Dinner and  accommodation in Poiana  Brasov. (You can choose a folklore show  in the restaurant  The Carpathian Stag in Brasov)

Day 5: Brasov – Prejmer – Dumbraveni-cca 130 km.
Breakfast  After breakfast, sightseeing tour of Brasov (formerly Kronstadt), the first documents mentioning this city go back to 1235. Visit of the Black Church, the White Tower and the Black Tower, the old City Hall. Departure to Sighisoara, a first stop in Prejmer to visit the most powerful fortified peasant citadel, built around a 13th century church, listed by UNESCO as part of the World Cultural Heritage. Arrival in Sighisoara, the birth place of the prince Vlad the Impaler, whose father has been knighted as Knight of the Dragon. You’ll be enchanted by the charm of the citadel, the best preserved inhabited medieval town in Europe. The emblem of the town is the Clock Tower. Accommodation in Dumbraveni Hotel 3*.

Day 6: Dumbraveni – Medias – Targu Mures – Piatra Fantanele cca 220 km.
After leaving Dumbraveni  we’ll visit Medias, a little medieval town of Transylvania, in one of it’s towers the prince Vlad the Impaler has been emprisonned. Next stop in Targu Mures and visit of the citadel with seven bastions, six of them had the names of the guilds in charge of them. Arrival in Piatra Fantanele, the region where the action of the best seller “Dracula” takes place.Dinner in the Restaurant Draculas Castle In the late evening  well drive back to Bistrita. Accommodation in Bistrita

Day 7:Bistrita  – Cluj – Oradea  cca 300  Breakfast 
Well continue our tour with  a first stop in Cluj, where prince Vlad the Impaler spent some time at the court of the Hungarian King of Romanian origins Matei Corvin, who helped him to regain the throne of Walachia. Visit of the old center, of St. Michael’s Cathedral, (the oldest ecclesiastic building in the town and a representative monument of the gothic style, 1349 – 1580) and of the Matei Corvin’s equestrian statue.In the late afternoon well drive to Oradea.Dinner and accommodation in Oradea –Hotel 3*

Day 8: Oradea –Hungary - cca 15  km:Breakfast 
After breakfast well gone visit the center of the town and the Palace of Culture, we’ll arrive at the Hungarian border saying Good Bye to our friendly guide during this wonderful tour.
