Day 1
Hungary- Oradea-Baia Mare 
Arrivall at the boarder in oradea around 12,00 a clock.Well drive to Cluj Napoca.Sightseeingtour.Cluj-Napoca is one of the oldest cities from Romania, its origins came fron the ancient times of Roman Empire when the city was named "Napoca". Visit the center of the city with the St Michael’s Cathedral, The Orthodox Cathedral, Romanian Opera, Born House of Matei Corvin (Mathias Corvinus) the former king of Hungary, the "Cetăţuia" with its wonderful panorama of the city.Departure to Baia Mare. Dinner and Overnight in Baia Mare.



Day 2
Baia Mare - Desesti – Sapinta-Sighet - Viseu
Breakfast.Depart from Baia Mare to the north to visit Maramures County, the land of traditions and wooden churches.First stop at Desesti in order to visit the local wodden church (UNESCO). Than go to Sapanta and visit the famous Merry Cemetery,truly one of the most unique sites in Europe. It is famous for its colourful tombstones with native paintings describing, in an original and poetic manner, the persons that are buried there as well as scenes from their lives. The Merry Cemetery became an open-air museum and a national tourist attraction.Next we are to The Birsana church , built in 1720 , listed on UNESCO Heritage List , with the florid paintings , the best in Maramures and theBarsana Monastery (UNESCO ) a large monastic complex comprising of several wooden buildings, all constructed in the local style , including the wooden church . Don’t miss the The Maramures Woman Museum from Dragomiresti, where you can learn about maramuresean traditions and way of live.Dinner and Overnight in Sighet-or in Viseu.

Day 4 
Viseu- Sucevita - Moldovita - Putna - Voronet/Gura Humorului

Breakfast.Today we visit some of the World famous Painted Monasteries- Sucevita : the last and the most magnificent monastic achievement among the painted monasteries in Bucovina , looks as a real fortress, with towers, buttresses and watch roads. Built in 1581, by one bishop, it was dedicated to the Assumption in 1584. Paintings of the Sucevita monastery were best preserved both on the outside and on the inside( Ladder of Virtue, the last Judgment, the tree of Jesus,) 
- Moldovita (UNESCO): dates back from 1532 and is due to the ruling prince Petru Rares 
It has the aspect of a fortress, with imposing towers and high, thick walls. The church has a three-cusped plan, as well as an open porch. It is decorated with scenes from the 16th c Moldavian life. You can see here the best preserved frescoes, with fresh and vivid colors- Putna : The beginnings of Putna Monastery, the most important religious, cultural and artistic centre in mediaeval Moldavia, take us back to the year 1466 when, upon the initiative of Prince Stephen the Great , a church of impressive dimensions was built on a patch of forest cleared for the purpose. The edifice was erected among 1466 and 1469 and consecrated in 1470; to it was added a few more buildings: a princely home standing on the southern side, outer walls and defence towers; all of them completed in 1481- Last stop at Marginea Black Pottery. The Ceramics of Marginea are well known all over the world, the beginning of the pottery in Marginea was dated by the historians around 1500. Dinner and Overnight in Gura Humorului Hotel 3* 

Day 5

Gura Humorului - Voronet - Humor - Suceava


Breakfast.Continue our exploration of Bucovina with:- Humor (UNESCO) : dates from 1530, this monastery was among the first churches to be painted , the frescoes were painted in 1535. Humor is painted in reddish brown ( from oriental madder pigment), colors are brilliant and truthful to nature.- Voronet Monastery (UNESCO) : founded in 1488 by Stephen the Great . It is the most accomplished sample of artistic achievement in Moldavian architecture and painting . The doors of the porch have a Renaissance framing, whereas the stone carvings of the broken arches at the doors and windows belong to the Gothic style. Voronet Monastery had been dubbed the oriental Sistine Chapel , whereas Voronet Blue , a color obtained from lapis lazuli, entered in the lexicon of art alongside Titian red and Veronese green, and to this day has yet to be reproduced by natural means.Last stop at Suceava, former medieval capital of Moldova. Dinner and Overnight in Suceava Hotel 3*  


Day 6. Suceava Sibiu-Sighisoara-Dumbraveni

Morning drive through the Tihuta passport to Transylvania. First stop in Bistrita (Bistrita-Bistriz with his three-nave church hall and the highest church tower in Transylvania.). This stretches the evengelische church 14Jh. see with their guild flags.Then drive over Tirgu Mures (Neumarkt) to Sighisoara (Sighisoara) an.Es the best day is because of the beautiful landscape of the Carpathians. In the late afternoon arrival in Sighisoara (Sighisoara) to. This city is often compared to Salzburg. The sights of the city are the old Clock Tower, the birthplace of Prince Dracula, the hilltop church, as well as the stop Josef Rich High School. The most beautiful medieval town in Romania is located on a wooded hill.  Afternoon short stop at the largest church in the castle Romania Biertan (Birthälm) befindet.Hier was the seat of the Protestant bishops until the end of the 19th century Then, in Medias, is visited during the Margaret Church, with its altar. This is the greatest from around the country. In the evening festive dinner with folk music and overnight Dinner and Overnight in.3  * Hotel.-Dumbraveni.
Day 7. Dumbraveni-Sighisoara-Sibiu-Arad
Breakfast. Morning city tour in Sibiu (Sibiu). There are the large and small ring, as well as the liers bridge and the Bruckenthal museum to be visited. At the same time it is also a Gothic church, the seat of the Protestant bishops from Romania, Then stop in Sebes (Mühlbach) where you can see the Protestant Cathedral. In Alba Iulia one can see the Catholic Cathedral, the seat of the Bishop of Transylvania.  Our journey continues to Deva and Hunedoara, (The city, a large iron and steel center, is known for its impressive castle which was built on Roman walls) Well continue our trip to Banat Dinner and Overnight in the Arad –Hotel 3* 
Day 8. Arad-Hungary
Breakfast. Arad is the last Romanian city that is visited during this trip and in the time of Maria Theresa was a big boost. In Nadlag, the group says Bye Bye to the  Romanian guide, who was all the time with you.
