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             Tour package Romania Romania-Nature and Civilisation
Day 1:Hungary- Romanian border – Cluj (180km)

You’ll pass the Romanian border through Bors- Oradea or Petea- Satu Mare  and drive to Cluj, one of the most important towns in Transylvania. Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 2: Cluj – Brasov (290 km)
Breakfast.Morning walking tour in the center of Cluj, (an important economic and political centre under the Roman rule, it was for a time the capital of Dacia Porolissensis). Visit of the St. Michael’s Cathedral and the Mathias Corvin equestrian statue. Departure to Brasov - a fascinating old town of Transylvania. Due to its position at the crossroads linking Western Europe to the Orient it became soon a busy trading centre. Walking tour. Dinner and Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 3: Brasov – Sf Gheorghe – Balvanyos – Covasna – Brasov ( 270 km )
Breakfast.Visit in Prejmer of the most powerful fortified peasant citadel in southern Transylvania, built around a 13th century church. Stop near Reci in the birch woods natural reserve( 34 ha ). Drive to Sf. Gheorghe (a town situated in a Szeklers colonized region). Short stop in Arcus – an important wood carving centre,in Valea Crisului - the Kotnoky castle-17th century, and in Malnas Bai (the ruins of the medieval castle Vapa). In Balvanyos (a resort situated in a lovely area), visit of the citadel built in the 13th century and stop at the Lake St.Ana – a lake in a crater of an extinguished volcano. On our way back to Brasov, walking tour in Covasna – the Evangelical church built in the 16th century and stop at the ruins of a Dacian 1st century citadel. Dinner and  Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 4: Brasov – Predeal – Busteni – Sinaia – Brasov (120 km)

Breakfast.After breakfast, visit of the Black Church in Brasov (the largest Gothic building in South Eastern Europe). Drive to Busteni and taking the funicular we’ll arrive at the Old Women - Babele a unique nature monument. Visit of the Peles castle, the former Royal family summer residence in Sinaia and taking again the funicular we’ll enjoy the splendid view at 1400m. Dinner and  Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 5: Brasov – Bran – Targoviste – Bucharest – Brasov ( 390 km )

Breakfast. Short drive to Bran and visit of Dracula’s castle. In Targoviste ( former capital of Walachia), visit of the ruins of the Princely Court. Departure to Bucharest – called also -“Little Paris”. Sightseeing tour and visit of the Patriarchal Church, of the National History Museum and of the old commercial center. Shopping time on Calea Victoriei - the Champs Elysee of Bucharest. Dinner and  Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 6: Brasov – Fagaras – Sibiu ( 160 km )

Breakfast.After breakfast drive to Sibiu. Stop in Fagaras, visit of the Citadel built before 1310, when it was for the first time recorded in documents. Arrival in the charming medieval town of Sibiu. During the walking tour, visit of the Evangelical Church built in Gothic style in the 14th – 15th centuries, the Liar’s bridge, the Great and the Small Squares. In 2007 Sibiu was the Cultural Capital of Europe. Dinner and  Accommodation. -Hotel 3*

Day 7: Sibiu – Biertan – Sighisoara – Sibiu ( 190 km )

Breakfast. Drive to Biertan and visit of the most important fortified church in Transylvania (of the early 16th century). It was the seat of the evangelical bishop of Transylvania from 1572 to 1867. Arrival in Sighisoara, where Prince Vlad the Impaler was born. Sighisoara is the best preserved medieval inhabited town in Europe. After the arrival of the Saxon colonists, it became an important handicraftsmen’s centre. You’ll walk in the narrow streets and admire the houses painted in different colours. The emblem of the town is the Clock Tower. Visit of the church on the hill, of the Clock Tower and of the house where Dracula was born. Dinner and  Accommodation-Hotel 3*

Day 8 Sibiu – Paltinis – Sibiel – Sibiu (100 km)

Breakfast.After breakfast, visit of the Brukenthal Museum, the oldest museum in Romania, opened in 1817- the building has an Austrian baroque style and belonged to the governor of Transylvania – the baron Samuel von Brukenthal. Next stop at the open air Astra Museum displaying wind mills and different typical peasant houses. Short walking tour in the Dumbrava Woods and visit of the little Zoo. Drive to Paltinis, a charming mountain resort. There is a little monastery with a wooden church. During the coffee break, you can enjoy the peaceful atmosphere and fresh air of the surrounding mountains. Afternoon drive to Sibiel and visit of the most important collection of glass painted icons. Typical dinner in a farmer’s house. Dinner and  Accommodation. -Hotel 3*

Day 9: Sibiu – Hunedoara – Deva – Timisoara-Arad  (350 km)

Breakfast.Departure to Hunedoara and visit of the Corvin Castle, built in the 14th century and extended during the following centuries. It’s the most important architectural monument in Gothic style. In Deva, you’ll visit the Citadel and the Magna Curia castle (built in the 16th century, some baroque elements being added in the 18th century.) Drive to Timisoara, called also the “Flowers’ Town’. It’s here that the Romanian revolution started in 1989. Walking tour.In the late afternoon well continue our tour to Arad Dinner and  Accommodation in Arad-Hotel 3*

Day 10: Arad – Nadlag Hungarian border: (50 km)

Breakfast The Romanian guide will be with you until to the border with Hungary
