Days 1.Hungary-Arad
The group is from the Romanian guide received at the border, will accompany the whole journey. After passport control you drive straight on towards Timisoara. Go see the city of Arad, which, with typical buildings from the time of Maria Theresa, a very interesting city (The city's history is long and varied. You will see the fortress, the Serbian Orthodox Church and the Roman Catholic Cathedral Florian Chapel). Dinner and Overnight in Arad Hotel 3*.

Day 2. Arad-Timisoara-Turnu Severin
After breakfast the group in the morning you arrive in Timisoara, which is the largest city in the west of Romania. There are of course the opera, and visited the Metropolitan Cathedral, located in the very center, at the place where the revolution began in December 1989. The city describes itself as the first free town in Romania. In fact, 1989, the protest movement that led to Ceausescu's overthrow, from Timisoara. The city of gardens and parks, is home to a prestigious university. Dinner and overnight in Timisoara. Short stop in Baile Herculane (Herkulesbad). The spa has been known from Roman times. Dinner and overnight in Turnu Severin Hotel 3 *

Day 3. Turnu Severin -Iron Gate-Turnu Severin
Breakfast. Morning visit to the Museum of the Iron Gate. Here you can still see parts of the bridge which was built by Apolodor of Damascus (103 AD). Then travel by boat up the Danube to the cataracts, the most beautiful part of the Danube. Dinner with program and overnight in room-Turnu Severin 3 * Hotel.

Day 5 Turnu Severin-Sibiu- Dumbraveni.
After breakfast on the morning we drive to the northeast of Oltenia. Visit some Orthodox monasteries in Wallachia. These were built in traditional Romanian style Brincoveanu. It will be seen, the monasteries and Tismana Horezu. Oltenia is a region in the southern Carpathians with many monasteries. Visit the nunnery Horezu, a masterpiece of Kirchenkunst.Diese date from the 16th Century and have a strong Balkan influence in the architecture. Afternoon drive through the Red Tower Pass into Transylvania. Dinner and Overnight in Dumbraveni-3 * Hotel

Day 6.Dumbraveni-Sighisoara-Sibiu-Brasov-Poiana Brasov 
After breakfast in the morning in Sibiu (She was at the foot of the Southern Carpathian Mountains town, in the 12th century under Hungarian rule, by German settlers who founded the Saxons). A short walk in the old town are the large and small ring and then the lies of the bridge and Bruckenthal Museum.We can also visit the Gothic church, the seat of the Protestant Bishops of Romania. City tour of Medias with a visit to the Margaret Church. This has the largest wing altar in Romania. Then drive to Sighisoara This city is often compared to Salzburg. The sights of the city are the old Clock Tower, the birthplace of Prince Dracula, the hilltop church, as well as the stop Josef Rich High School.  Then our journey continues to Brasov Here is the Kronstadt visited Old Town with its Black Church, the largest Gothic building in Eastern Europe. In the late afternoon visit to the Bran Castle (Törzburg) is reserved. This castle is also known as Castle Dracula, because for a short time the Prince Dracula (Vlad the Impaler) from Wallachia lived. . Dinner and overnight in Poiana Brasov-Hotel 3*
Day 7 .Poiana Brasov- Bucharest-Poiana Brasov
Breakfast. The morning we can visit Peles Palace in Sinaia, which was the summer residence of the royal family. Visits to the castles Peles Im Bavarian style built, the Peles Palace of the Hohenzollern reminded of their homeland. Next to it is a beautiful monastery of the monks from the Sinai Peninsula in the 17th Century was built. From the Sinai peninsula, which has given the name of this monastery, is also the name of the town .The journey continues to Bucharest (Romania's capital) in CCA. two hours until we reached Bucharest. Bucharest, the "Paris of the East" You take a tour and see the National Theatre, the University, the Patriarchal church and monumental buildings of the 20th century, established under dictator Ceausescu - also, if possible, the Palace of Parliament is the second largest building in the world Pentagon. In the afternoon well continue  a city tour and well visit the Village Museum.Late in the evening we come back in Poiana Brasov Dinner and Overnight in Poiana Brasov,

Day 8 .Sinaia / Predeal, Piatra Neamt Bicaz
Breakfast. Near Brasov two church castles are built in the 13th century. There are the castles of Harman  and Prejmer to
be visited. Then we drive north through the eastern most part of Transylvania, by the Székely-land. Now you drive through the scenic, forth from the landscape, the whole trip and while you cross the Carpathians through the gorge Bicaz and closer to the "Red Lake". Dinner and Overnight in Piatra Neamt-3 * hotel.

Day 9. Piatra Neamt-Suceava
Breakfast. Morning visits are two monasteries Agapia and Varatec and which are more than 1,000 nuns, each of them, the between the largest monasteries in Europe. The workshop of the nuns, where they are producing carpets, embroideries and icons open. Afternoon visit to the Neamt Monastery, where a significant number of monks (The Monastery Neamt is one of the most interesting monasteries in the Middle Ages.Travel to Suceava- Dinner and Overnight in Suceava-3 *- Hotel

Day 10: Monasteries Tour
This day is marked by the fantastic, painted monasteries, the golden days of the culture of Moldova in the 15th Century and 16 Century reflect. In the monastery Moldovita, world renowned for its outdoor murals, you will learn about the Orthodox faith in the region.About Obcina mountain to get to Sucevita Monastery. The monastery is testament Moldovan religious art. Nearby is the town Marginea where black pottery is produced according to the old traditions. In the afternoon visit the Monastery Voronet, also known as the "Sistine Chapel of the East". The colorful exterior frescoes of the monastery is a jewel of medieval painting. Dinner and Overnight in Suceava-3 *- Hotel

Day 11. Suceava-Satu Mare
Breakfast. Morning driving through the Prislop pass.Hier in the Maramures region, the old traditions are still very good preserved .The visit begins with the famous wooden churches from leud, Bogdan Voda and Rozavlea, which are the same as the stave churches in Norway .In Bogdan Voda were done  archeological excavations in the last 20 years and in a Christian cemetery,was found a feudal residence from the 13-14 century and the ruins of a stone church and a monastery from the 13th century brought to light.The village is located in Ieud Iza Valley, 50 km from Sighet. It is famous for its wooden church, one of the largest wooden buildings in Romania. It is called wood cathedral or gothic cathedral and is the best among the 31 old wooden churches of Maramures.Rozavlea is located a large village in the Iza Valley. The church is one of the most beautiful wooden buildings in Romania. It was built from 1717 to 1720. In the afternoon,visit at the Sapinta "cheerful Cemetery is planned. Here you can lesen.Weiterfahrt on each grave stone is a funny poem about the deceased to Satu Mare. Dinner and overnight at room Satu Mare 3 * Hotel.

Day 12. Satu Mare-Oradea-Hungary
Breakfast.From  Satu mare through  Oradea, we continue to the border A short stop is made in Oradea, where the buildings are built mostly in the Art Nouveau style.At the border, say goodbye to the Romanian guide and go to Hungary
