Day 1: Bucharest:  

Arrival in Bucharest – meet your guide and transfer to your in Bucharest. City tour of our capital by Night. Dinner and accommodation in 3* Hotel

Day 2: Bucharest – Sightseeing Tourt (250 km).  

Breakfast.After breakfast, sightseeing tour of Bucharest, the former small village founded by the shepherd Bucur – today a lot of monuments and museums are waiting for the tourists: the Palace of Parliament, the Village and Folk Art Museum, the Romanian Patriarchal Church, the Old Princely Court (a 14th century building extended by Vlad the Impaler-known as Dracula). Dinner and Accomodation in Hotel 3
Day 3 Bucharest – Brasov

Morning drive to Brasov. City tour of Brasov with a visit to the Black Church (largest Gothic church in Eastern Europe), the old town hall and the Orthodox Church in the Old Town. Late afternoon visit the Saxon fortified churches in the northern part of Brasov.The church castles Harman and Prejmer have for centuries Brasov before the raids of the Turks defended. Dinner and Overnight in Sinaia, Predeal in Hotel 3 *

Day 4 Sinaia, Predeal, Bran, Sinaia, Predeal

Morning visit of the Peles Castle. This was the summer residence of the Romanian royal family of Hohenzollern. Then visit the Monastery Sinaia. This was in the 17th century by monks from the Sinai Peninsula built, which later gave the city its name. Afternoon visit of the Bran Castle (Törzburg). This is also known as Castle Dracula. Dinner and accommodation in Poiana Brasov in Hotel 3 *

Day 5 Poiana Brasov,-Curtea de Arges-Sibiu
Morning drive to Pitesti to Curtea de Arges. Visit of the Arges monastery that was built in the Romanian style. Then drive towards Transylvania. Heading a short stop at the monastery Cozia (14th century) one of the oldest monasteries in Romania. Then, through the Red Tower right up to Sibiu in Sibiu, Dinner and Overnight in Hotel 3 *

Day 6 Sibiu
Morning City tour of Sibiu. In the old part of the big and the small ring as well as the Liars' Bridge to visitors. Then visit the Protestant cathedral, the current seat of the bishops. This is also the son of Dracula, Mihnea of evil is buried. Then visit the museum from the village nearby of Sibiu. to attend the evening drive to Sibiel around the glass icon museum. Dinner and overnight in Sibiu in Hotel 3 *

Sibiu Day 7 - Day off
This day is for a meeting with the Romanian police for free. Dinner and overnight in Sibiu in Hotel 3


Day 8
Sibiu – Alma Vii - Medias - Biertan – Sighisoara-Dumbraveni
First part of the day is dedicated to explore the old fortresses built by saxons in the south of Transylvania. We visit three of the most important fortresses from Slimnic, Alma Vii, Biertan which are included in the Unesco Heritages list.In Medias is the beautiful Margareta church from XIV century and the main tower with 47m high slant. This tower was included in top 10 the most slanted towers in the world.In Biertan village is a fortified medieval church, one of the biggest in Transylvania with three defensive inner walls.Ending the day in Sighisoara, one of the most preserved medieval city in Europe. In this area, houses are built very close to one another, giving a sense of crowdedness (in order to occupy the least space possible)The main sights: Clock Tower and History Museum, Birth place of Vlad Tepes (Vlad the Impaler), Covered stairs, Church on the Hill. Dinner and Overnight in Dumbraveni

Day 9 
Dumbraveni-Alba Iulia-Cluj - Baia Mare
Morning drive towards the west to Sebes. You can see the Gothic church with the clock tower. After that brief stop in Alba Iulia (Karl Burg). After visiting the cathedral from the 13th century (Seat of the Catholic Bishop of Transylvania) you will see the ancient fortress city. This was built by Prince Eugene of Savoy. Afternoon city tour of Cluj Napoca (Cluj). This allows you to St. Michael's Church and see the statue of Matthias Corvinus (one of the greatest Hungarian kings). Evening arrival in Baia Mare.Dinner and Overnight stay in Baia Mare Hotel 3 *

Day 10 
Baia Mare Cimpulung Moldovenesc
In the morning drive north to the Ukrainian border. Here you visit the "serene cemetery from Sapanta. On each grave stone there is a funny poem about the deceased. Thus, people make fun of death. Then drive through the Iza valley in the direction of the Bukovina. Along the way you see the wooden churches in Rozavlea and Bogdan Voda.These are the wooden churches of Norway are very similar. Afternoon drive through the pass of the Eastern Carpathians Prislop in the northern part of the Moldova area. Dinner and Overnight in Suceava in Hotel 3 *

Day 11 Monasteries Tour
Morning drive to the monastery Moldovita, one of the monasteries, the world-famous for its outdoor murals. Then drive over the mountain to the monastery Obcina Sucevita.Here you can see on the outside wall paintings of Bible scenes, as well as from the history of the Romanian people. Then drive to the ceramics center of Marginea. Here is burned is still adopting the old black ceramic. Afternoon tour of the "Sistine Chapel" of Romania, the monastery Voronet. Here one can admire a beautiful view of the "Last Judgement".Dinner and Overnight in Suceava in Hotel 3 *

Day 12 Suceava- - Piatra Neamt
Morning drive to the south. First stop at the monastery of Neamt. This was by Prince Stephen the Great in the 15th century founded. Then drive to the monasteries and Agapia Varatec. These are some of the largest in Europe. Each of these counts over 1,000 nuns and Novitzen. In these monasteries you can visit the shops and museums. In the afternoon you reach Piatra Neamt. Short city tour with visit to the St John's Church which was founded by Prince Stefan the Great Dinner and Overnight in Piatra Neamt in Hotel 3 *

Day 13 Piatra Neamt - Tulcea
After breakfast drive through the southern part of Moldavia region. The area is rich in vineyards. Continue in the direction of Galati, the largest port on the Danube. Take the ferry to cross the River. Then drive along the Danube to Tulcea, the gateway to the Danube Delta. Dinner and Overnight in Tulcea in Hotel 3 *

Day 14 Tulcea, Danube Delta-Tulcea
Morning boat trip to the Delta. Drive along the main channel to Sulina by Crisan. Then across the Danube to the old sanctuary of Fortuna Pelican Lake. On board will be served lunch. Afternoon drive past the lake Nebunu through the channel of the Mile 36 back to Tulcea. Dinner and Overnight in Tulcea in Hotel 3 *

Day 15 -Tulcea Mamaia
After breakfast take the bus to the beach to stay at the Mamaia Black Sea coast. Dinner and overnight in Mamaia in Hotel 3 *
